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About the Course 
Background 

Closing the gender gap in agriculture, and removing barriers such as access to information, finance, and 

technologies represents a huge opportunity for women’s empowerment, economic development and societal 

resilience. It is essential to accelerate the adoption of climate-smart agricultural practices initiatives in rural 

areas in order to address this gap and achieve overall prosperity. 

 

The agricultural sector and food production have been among the main pillars of the Israeli economy since 

Israel's declaration of independence, with the investment of substantial funds for continuous research and 

development. Israel’s success branches from the resolve and creativity of farmers and scientists that have 

dedicated their lives to developing agriculture in a mostly desert country, demonstrating that the real value 

of the land lies in how it is used.

As well as 

experienced representatives of the agriculture private sector with experience in land degradation and the 

effects of desertification. Candidates should hold a senior position, an academic degree in related disciplines, 

and have at least five years of professional work experience in related fields.

Participants must arrive at MCTC on the arrival date and leave on the departure date. Early arrivals/late 

departures if required, must be arranged by the participants themselves directly and must be paid for by the 

participant him/herself.  

 
Location and Accommodation 

The scholarship covers the cost of the training program including lectures and field visits, full board 

accommodation in double rooms (two participants per room), health insurance (see below) and transfers to and 

from the airport. MASHAV does not provide a daily allowance and does not cover flight costs. 

 
 

Health Services 

Medical insurance covers medical services and hospitalization in case of emergency. It does not cover the 

treatment of chronic or serious diseases, specific medications taken by the participant on a regular basis, dental 
care and eyeglasses. Health authorities recommend that visitors to Israel make sure they have been inoculated 

against tetanus in the last ten years. Subject to the full binding policy conditions. Participants are responsible for 

all other expenses.

The Golda Meir MASHAV Carmel International Training Center (MCTC) was established in 1961 to assist in 

the training of women engaged in community work in the newly emerging states in Africa and Asia. Since the 

establishment of MCTC, some 27,500 participants from over 147 countries in Asia, Africa, Europe, Central 

Asia, Eastern Europe, Latin America, the Middle East, Oceania, and the Caribbean have attended over 650 

capacity-building programs and workshops, and 31 International Conferences for Women Leaders, conducted 

in Israel. 

MCTC focuses on three areas of study: Community Development, Early Childhood Education, and 

Entrepreneurship and Innovation, all with gender as a crosscutting issue. In each training program there are up 

to 30 women and men from various countries. Usually two courses are conducted concurrently in different 

languages (English, French, Spanish, Russian, or Arabic). The Center is located on Mount Carmel in Haifa. 

The building consists of living accommodation and classrooms, as well as recreation and dining facilities.
